Reason for changes to reinstatement rule:  Most other countries do not have this strict a rule and it does not go to the membership for their vote, but the decision is made by the board of directors, based on request basis. Our OADA Rules regarding  professionals coming back as amateurs is too outdated and not keeping with time of other countries. 

Motion 8

Rule 2.6.1 presently says:

In order to receive funding to Canadian or World Championships, a couple must have competed a minimum of 3 Ontario sanctioned events, at the identical category within the last 12 months prior to the Ontario Closed Championship Qualifier of that year.  It is now expected that any current Ontario Canadian Champion and any couple receiving OADA funding attend the currently run Canadian IDSF competitions throughout Canada, and if not possible to attend all, then it is compulsory that they attend the IDSF competitions held in the Province of Ontario in order to receive any financial OADA funding.

Change to:

It is now expected that any current Ontario Canadian Champion and any couple receiving OADA funding to Canadians, World Championships, or any other event must have competed at the identical category within the last 12 months prior to the Ontario Closed Championship Qualifier of that year.  They should attend the currently run Canadian IDSF competitions throughout Canada, and if not possible to attend all, then it is compulsory that they attend: Ontario Open, Ontario Closed, Ontario IDSF competitions, Canadian Open & Canadian Closed if held in the Province of Ontario, plus 3 other Ontario Sanctioned competitions in order to receive any financial OADA funding.

VOTE Motion 8: FOR___________________  AGAINST___________________

Reason: Many top dancers are boycotting Ontario competitions or only selecting certain events therefore many Ontario promoters noticed a significant decline in attendance of competitors last year. If OADA is going to give funding then Ontario spectators should expect to see their top dancers compete in Ontario. Last year there were 16 competitions in Ontario. Expecting to see them in 7 or 8 competitons in Ontario is not asking too much when they frequently travel to USA or across Canada to compete in competitions.

Any partnership that wins in a higher category that had at least 6 couples in the event must graduate immediately, irrespective of the number of wins gained at the lower level. This particular win will get counted as one of the 3 wins at the new grade level.

Reasoning: We propose that a “win” is a “win” and therefore a “win” for dancing minimum level be consistent with a “win” earned when dancing up a grade

4 Advertising new

In all IDSF granted DanceSport Competitions advertising of up to two sponsors per person on competition

dress is permitted up to 40 square cm for each sponsor. The place of the advertising is on the waist, chest or

sleeves.

11 Lifts new

Lifts are not permitted in either category.

Note: A lift is any movement during which one of the dancers has both feet off the floor at the same time with

the assistance or support of the partner.

The chairman can disqualify couples using lifts in their dance performance.

11. Time allowed and Tempi new

In all rounds of competitions the music played shall be a minimum of one and a half minutes duration and a

maximum of two minutes duration for the Waltz, Tango, Slow Foxtrot, Quickstep, Samba, Cha-Cha-Cha and

Rumba, the time for the Viennese Waltz and Jive shall be a minimum of one minute and a maximum of one

and a half minutes, and in the Paso Doble the music shall be played as a minimum up to the second high

light and as a maximum to the end (3rd high light) provided always that the Chairman may extend the

maximum duration if in his or her opinion a longer duration is necessary for fair adjudication of a dance in an

event.
